In a review in The Strad of Vadim Gluzman’s recent recording of the violin con certos by Tchaikovsky and 
Glazunov, the critic wrote of his ‘honeyed tone’, w hich ‘transports us back to the days of David Oistr akh, 
and recreates that innate Russian musicality of a p revious generation…’ In a similar vein, the German 
magazine Fono Forum compared him to Heifetz and Mils tein, adding that he passed the test with flying 
colours. When Gluzman now returns, it is with a daz zling program fit for any of those virtuosos of days gone  
by. Indeed, several of them appear in the list of con tents in the roles of composer or arranger: Heifetz h imself 
has arranged Fairy Tale, by Nikolai Medtner, while Henryk Szeryng’s versio n of Ernesto Halffter’s Habanera  
with this release receives its world première recor ding. Other examples of virtuoso-turned-composer are  
Wieniawski, Zino Francescatti (with a Polka ) and Fritz Kreisler, whose La Gitana  fits into the tradition of virtuoso 
pieces inspired by gypsy music – a tradition of which  Ravel’s Tzigane is of course the jewel. A more 
unexpected item in the program is the excerpt from Fiddler on the Roof , in which the composer Michael 
Gluzman – father of Vadim – has distilled a duo vers ion of the title music of the filmed musical. Besides the 
previously mentioned disc of concertos, Vadim Gluzma n appears on a further three BIS titles. On all of th ese 
he performs with Angela Yoffe, his regular duo partner  as well as his wife. This well-matched pair has bee n 
admired by the reviewers for their intense, passiona te and powerful performances as well as for their 
supreme command of their respective instruments. Abo ut their first disc on BIS the reviewer on website 
Classics Today  wrote: ‘Vadim Gluzman and Angela Yoffe push their co llective virtuosity sky-high’ – the same 
certainly applies to Fireworks, their latest offerin g!

Largely self -
taught both as a clarinetist and composer, he did v isit Berlin and Paris briefly, but his main sphere o f activity 
was Stockholm. He nevertheless developed a reputati on on the continent as one of the greatest virtuosos 
on the clarinet, and his three concertos were print ed by prestigious publishing houses in Leipzig. Charm ing, 
spirited and often songful, these works also make grea t demands on the performer, demands which Martin 
Fröst is the equal of, here with the fine support of  the Gothenburg Symphony Orchestra and conductor Okk o

There are few collections of works that better fit th e expression ‘a musical universe’ than the Choros  of Villa-
Lobos. Composed between 1920 and 1929, these works were scored for various forces – from solo guitar 
(Choros No.1 ) to choir and symphony orchestra ( No.10) – with durations ranging from three ( No.2) to sixty 
minutes ( No.11). In terms of style they are equally diverse. Villa -Lobos himself described them as ‘serenades’ 
and cited the influence from the music of the chorões,  Brazilian popular musicians of the period. But in 
several of the Choros , for instance Nos. 3 and 10, there are also reminiscences of the indigenous cult ures of 
the Amazonas, and in others it is plain to hear tha t they were composed during Villa-Lobos’s years in P aris, 
where he enjoyed access to the most avant-garde cir cles. The previous two discs in this series have re ceived 
great acclaim in the music press, for instance in Le Monde de la Musique : ‘John Neschling, his soloists and 
the São Paulo Symphony Orchestra defend this music with great energy and precision – a music which is 
eclectic without in any way being superficial, and wh ose rich and complex textures merit being 
rediscovered.’ Other distinctions include an Editor ’s Choice in Gramophone  and top marks on the website 
Classics Today, whose reviewer described the record ings as ‘performances that offer the last word in 
glittering color and rhythmic exuberance, engineered with maximum realism and impact.’ The present disc 
completes the cycle, which consists of the 12 extant  Choros  (according to Villa-Lobos himself another two 
were completed, but the manuscripts were lost befor e publication), a prologue (the Introduction to the  
Choros,  incidentally composed almost last), and the Two Choros (bis)  – an ‘after-thought’ in which a violin 
and a cello are left to sum up the cycle.
